Management (AEM) as the authorized official to execute any and all necessary 15 

documents to effectuate homeland security and emergency management grant 16 

awards, to include accepting, rejecting, altering, or terminating the grant on behalf 17 

of the City of Austin; and  18 

WHEREAS, Council designates the Chief Administrative Officer of AEM 19 

as the financial officer with the power to submit financial and programmatic 20 

reports on behalf of AEM; and 21 

WHEREAS, Council agrees that in the event of loss or misuse of the 22 

Department of Homeland Security funds, Council assures that the funds will be 23 

returned to the Public Safety Office of the Office of the Governor in full; and 24 
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WHEREAS, Council finds it in the best interest of the citizens of Austin 25
