bonds.

Pursuant to Section 2306.6703(a)(4) of the Texas Government Code and
Sections 11.3 and 11.4 of Texas’ 2023 Qualified Allocation Plan, the City
Council supports the Proposed Development, approves the construction of the
Proposed Development, and authorizes an allocation of Housing Tax Credits for

the Proposed Development.
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED:

Pursuant to Section 11.9(d)(1) of Texas’ 2023 Qualified Allocation Plan
and Section 2306.6710(b) of the Texas Government Code, the City Council

confirms that it supports the Proposed Development.
