Manual (DCM) that allows for replacement of storm drain infrastructure in poor structural condition. Site Plan
SP-2021-0029C is connecting to the WPD storm drain system and WPD desires to enter into a community
facilities agreement with the developer to replace storm drain infrastructure that is in poor structural condition.
The project is in Council District 3.
